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What To Do Right Away

Step 1: Call the companies where you know fraud occurred.

O Call the fraud department. Explain that someone stole your identity.
Ask them to close or freeze the accounts. Then, no one can add
new charges unless you agree.

O Change logins, passwords, and PINs for your accounts.

Step 2: Place a fraud alert and get your credit reports.

O To place a free fraud alert, contact one of the three credit bureaus.
That company must tell the other two.

Step 3: Report identity theft to the FTC.
O Go to IdentityTheft.gov, and include as many details as possible.

Based on the information you enter, IdentityTheft.gov will
create your Identity Theft Report and recovery plan.

Your next step might be closing accounts opened in
your name, or reporting fraudulent charges to your
credit card company.
